Lifeboat 12, Susan Hood (610 L) ISBN-13: 9781481468848
This novel in verse based on true events tells the story of a boy's harrowing experience on a lifeboat after
surviving a torpedo attack during World War Il.

With Nazis bombing London every night, it's time for thirteen-year-old Ken to escape. He suspects his
stepmother is glad to see him go, but his dad says he's one of the lucky ones--one of ninety boys and girls to
ship out aboard the SS City of Benares to safety in Canada.

Life aboard the luxury ship is grand--nine-course meals, new friends, and a life far from the bombs, rations,
and his stepmum'’s glare. And after five days at sea, the ship's officers announce that they're out of danger.
They're wrong. Late that night, an explosion hurls Ken from his bunk. They've been hit. Torpedoed! The
Benares is sinking fast. Terrified, Ken scrambles aboard Lifeboat 12 with five other boys. Will they get away?
Will they survive?

Five years. That's how long Coyote and her dad, Rodeo, have lived on the road in an old school bus,
criss-crossing the nation.

(i.e., practically forces) him to join the school cross country team, and he meets Heather, a new student who's
tough and athletic and refuses to be pushed around by anybody.

Toby and his friend, Lucas, made a list of things to do the summer before they entered middle school, but now
Lucas is gone. So Toby sets out to fulfill the promise he made to his friend, to finish the list by hiking the
Appalachian Trail from Velvet Rocks to Mt. Katahdin--an undertaking that he is poorly prepared for--and which
will become not only a struggle for survival, but a rescue mission for the starving and abused dog who he finds
along the way.

Eleven-year-old Isabella’s parents are divorced, so she has to switch lives every week: One week she’s
Isabella with her dad, his girlfriend Anastasia, and her son Darren living in a fancy house where they are one of
the only black families in the neighborhood. The next week she’s Izzy with her mom and her boyfriend
John-Mark in a small, not-so-fancy house that she loves.

Because of this, Isabella has always felt pulled between two worlds. And now that her parents are divorced, it
seems their fights are even worse, and they're always about HER. Isabelia feels even more stuck in the
middle, split and divided between them than ever. And she is beginning to realize that being split between Mom
and Dad is more than switching houses, switching nicknames, switching backpacks: it's also about switching
identities. Her dad is black, her mom is white. And when her parents, who both get engaged at the same time,
get in their biggest fight ever, Isabella doesn't just feel divided, she feels ripped in two. What does it mean to be
half white or half black? To belong to half mom and half dad? And if you're only seen as half of this and half of
that, how can you ever feel whole?

It seems like nothing can bring Isabella's family together again—until the worst happens. Isabella and Darren
are stopped by the police. A cell phone is mistaken for a gun. And shots are fired.
